Death Certificate Information (Florida)
In the State of Florida, the original death certificate is retained by the state as a permanent record.  
For your legal work, local County Vital Statistics Offices issue two different types of certified copies of the original death certificate.
The cost of these copies is determined by the issuing county.

Certified copies of the death certificate with cause of death are 


needed for:

·   Each life insurance company with whom the decedent has a policy

·   Veteran’s Administration

·   Certain bank and savings accounts (that involve life insurance)

·   Credit Unions

·   Surrendering Military I.D.s

·   Credit life insurance on loans, credit card accounts, mortgages, etc

·   Stocks and bonds

·   Annuities and retirement funds


B. 
Certified copies of the death certificate without cause of death are


needed for:

·   Removing decedent’s name from deeds of property, home etc

·   Vehicle registration changes

·   Filing a will or probate administration at the county courthouse

·   Most other transactions of public record
